Kolkata Port Trust reduces marine charges for small ships

engaged in mid-stream lighterage operation in the river.

Kolkata Port Trust has substantially reduced the charges for small ships upto 3000 GRT capacity plying in the segment between mid-stream anchorages points at Saugor, Diamond Harbour and berth/jetties at both Kolkata Dock System and Haldia Dock Complex.  Such small ships will now have to pay the IWT rates applicable for barges and IWT vessels in respect of berth hire, dock stayal, shifting and mooring hire charges.

To take advantage of higher draft available in the anchorage points, vessels with log, pulses, coal bring larger parcel size and discharge cargo at anchorage points for subsequent transportation to the docks by barges. To encourage such mid-stream lighterage operation within the river and also keeping in view that adequate number of barges of suitable capacity are not readily available,  for handling of larger parcel size vessels to work at anchorage points, Kolkata Port Trust Board has now decided to extend the facilities presently being enjoyed by the barges/IWT vessels to ships of smaller parcel size, if deployed for mid-stream lighterage operation in this sector.  
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
