Further Rationalisation of Port charges


With effect from 16.8.2004, KoPT has announced following concessional rates for movement of cargo/container.

· KoPT has earlier granted promotional ICD rates for movement of Nepal Bound cargo from KDS.  From 12.3.04, Kolkata Port has further rationalised the rates for all Nepal bound commodity Containers from the existing Rs.6000/- per TEU to Rs.2300/- per TEU for CPY and from Rs.5000/- per TEU to 2000/- per TEU at Non CPY.

· To induce ICD Container movement from the North India, KoPT has reduced the consolidated box rate from Rs.1800/- TEU to Rs.500/- per TEU for ICDs from Delhi/Tughlakabad, Ludhiana, Kanpur, Varanasi, Bhadoi, Jaipur, Nagpur, Jamshedpur, Balasore & Patna to KoPT.

· To induce movement of perishable commodities through containers, KoPT has rationalised its tariff for export Containers containing potato from Rs.1350/- per TEU to Rs.500/- per TEU at CPY and from Rs.1350/- to Rs.450/- per TEU at Non CPY.

· Rates for the following containerised cargo have also been reduced for 22.9.04.

2. Reduction in Crane hire charges

With effect from 22.9.2004 for handling logs or other commodity at KDS. Mobile Cranes of the Port be allowed in the licensed area or loading/unloading barges at a reduced rate of Rs.3000/- per equipment per shift (against the existing rate Rs.6500/- for cranes upto 10T and Rs.9000/- above 10T and upto 30T; Rs.13000/- above 30T).

3. Extension of free period


HDC


With effect from 16.8.2004 the following demurrage structure has been allowed for shut out and stock export loaded container (containerised cargo and container together) at Haldia Dock Complex.


Free period

:   3 days following the day of receiving


4th day to 15th day
:   US $ 2.5 per TEU per day


Above 15 days

:   US $ 3.5 per TEU per day


(For containers above 20 feet twice the above rate will be levied.  10% special rate and service tax as applicable will be levied)

Priority Berthing for container vessels at HDC
From 22.9.2004, KoPT Board has declared Berth No.10 and Berth No.11 of HDC as dedicated berth for container handling.  Berthing priority/ousting priority to ships will be given provided the ships handle minimum 100 containers either in the import or export leg.

Promotional package for operation of Virtual jetty at Saugor 

To induce Port Users to avail of the facility at Virtual Jetty, KoPT Board has granted waiver of mooring charges to the users of jetty, who would provide their own support system for mooring their vessels at the said Jetty.

Promotional tariff for IWT movement to Bangladesh 


To meet the growing demand for movement of containers to Bangladesh via IWT mode through National Waterways via Sundarban, KoPT Board on 16.8.2004 has announced a concessional wharfage of Rs.1000/- per TEU (irrespective of commodities) for KoPT – Narayanganj sector.

Reduction of Dry Dock hire charges

For attracting commercial vessels to use KoPT’s Dry Dock, KoPT Board has further rationalised (from 22.9.04) the vessel related charges (viz. Pilotage, Port Dues, Berth hire etc.) for the vessels coming to Port but awaiting dry dock facility.  The concession is about 50% of the existing marine related charges. The vessels waiting for dry dock after completion of cargo operation will also avail such facility for the period between completion of cargo/passenger operation and dry docking.  The proposed (new) marine related charges for vessels availing Dry Dock facilities are as follows:

Ship Breaking    


To attract more ship breaking activities, KoPT Board in its meeting held on 22.9.2004 has reduced the Ship Breaking charges as follows :

(a) The existing rate of Rs.300/- per LDT have been reduced to Rs.120/- per LDT as per Section 2.1 of ship breaking charges 

(b) Vessels visiting the Port only dismantling (with prior declaration) will be totally exempted from payment of Port Dues and Pilotage / towage charges.

(c) The berth hire and mooring hire charges during the period, the vessels is awaiting breaking will be as follows:

· For the last 5 days 
:  15% of the prescribed box rates

· For the next 10 days 
:  10% of the prescribed box rates

· For the balance period      :    5% of the prescribed box rates
