Dry dock hire charges shall be charged from the day the dewatering main pump is put into
operation till the day the vessei leaves the dry dock entrance

In case a vessel is detained in No.2 N.S.Dry Dock owing to No.1 N.S.Dry Dock being
occupied by another vessel, mooring hire charges shall be levied instead of usual dry dock
hire charges for the period the vessel is so detained.

When md‘l‘g than one vessel are using the same dry dock as-a common operation facility a
rebate of 25% of the rate specified above shall be allowed for each vessel. This rebate shall
also be applicable when a dry dock is shared with a KoPFvessel.

Services of dry dock crane may be made available for repair and other work at the following
rates. (Crane facility is strictly as per availability and shall have no bearing on dry dock
occupancy or hire charges) :

= If for owner's rfaqui?ement a1dry dock is partially flooded, without the vessel leaving the
blocks and the dry dock again made dry, the 25% of docking and undocking charges to be
levied. But in such cases when the vessel leaves the block, full docking/undocking charges
to be levied. '

Vessel shill pay for the electricity supplied to it by the KoPT at actual.

In case when commercial vessel and KoPT vessel are using the same dry dock as a
common operation facility, no discount to be given in faveur of commercial vessel.

For new construction of vessels involving only undocking operation, docking/undocking

charges shall be levied 50% of the above charges. Since, no GRT can be assigned at the

construction stage, the vessel being constructed to be charged at a fixed flat rate of
. Rs.9500/- for all the entire stay in any of the dry docks.
