CHAPTER-1I

SPECIAL FEATURES FOR THE YEAR 2022-23

1.1 Cargo Traffic:

. SMP, Kolkata reached a new high in 2022-23 with the Port handling 65.660 million tonnes (MT)
of cargo traffic, vis-a-vis 58.175 MT handled during 2021-22, an all-time record in the Port’s 152-year-
history, surpassing the previous highest of 63.983 MT handled in 2019-20, clocking a robust increase
of 12.87% over the previous year. SMPK got elevated from 6th to 5th position in cargo handling
amongst the Major Ports in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 2021-22.

» SMPK recorded highest ever absolute growth of traffic w.r.t. previous year during 2022-23
(7.485 MT) surpassing the previous highest of 6.94 MT achieved in 2017-18.

> In 2022-23, HDC handled 48.608 MMT cargo, incidentally the hig hest ever since its inception,
registering a rise of 13.37% over the previous year’s handling of 42.877 MMT and surpassing its
earlier record of 46.68 MMT in 2019-20. KDS handled 17.052 MT of cargo in 2022-23 vis-a-vis
15.298 MT in 2021-22 with an improvement of 11.47%. Incidentally, KDS’s highest handling of traffic
was in 2018-19, when it registered 18.551 MMT of Cargo.

» SMPK surpassed the Ministry’s target of 61 MMT for 2022-23 collectively and individually at both its
twin dock systems viz. HDC (44.5 MT on 3.3.2023) and KDS (16.50 MT on 22.3.2023).

1.2 Comparative Performance:

1.2.1 Comparative performance of SMP,Kolkata in 2022-23 in respect of the following commodities, vis-a-vis
other Indian Major Ports, deserves special mention:-

Coking Coal / Other|e SMP, Kolkata ranked 1st in terms of Coking Coal & Other Coal
Coal handling amongst Major Ports of India.

e SMP, Kolkata ranked 2nd in Other Liquid Cargo amongst Major
Ports.

Other Liquid Cargo

1.2.2 3090 vessels called the Port during 2022-23 vis-a-vis 2957 in 2021-22 registering an increase of 4.5%.
SMP, Kolkata emerged 3rd highest regarding number of vessel calls at the Port during 2022-23, catering
to about 13.76% of the total number of vessels which worked at the Indian Major Ports in the year under
review.

1.3 Container Traffic:

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1.3.1SMP, Kolkata ranked 5th in 2022-23 amongst Indian Major Ports in handling Container TEUs. During
2022-23, 6,75,904 Container TEUs were handled at the Port vis-a-vis 7,35,195 TEUs during 2021-22.
Total Containerised tonnage handled at SMP, Kolkata was 10.59 million tonnes in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 11.8
million tonnes in 2021-22. .

1.3.2 KDS handled 5,68,722 TEUs in 2022-23 compared to 5,69,783 TEUs in 2021-22, recording a marginal
decline. In 2019-20 KDS achieved the highest ever container throughput of 6,75,439 TEUs. HDC
handled 1,07,182 TEUs in 2022-23 vis-a-vis 1,65,412 TEUs in 2021-22.

1.4 Vessel Traffic :

In 2022-23, 3056 merchant vessels left KDS and HDC with gross registered tonnage of 711 lakh tonnes,
vis-a-vis 2942 vessels with gross registered tonnage of 646 lakh tonnes in 2021-22. At KDS, 1092 and
at HDC, 1964 vessels left after cargo operation in 2022-23.

1.5 Railborne Traffic:

During 2022-23, SMP, Kolkata handled highest ever rail-borne traffic of 34.61 MMT (KDS-
5.79 MMT & HDC- 28.82 MMT) vis-a-vis 30.19 MMT (KDS-5.92 MMT & HDC-24.27 MMT) in
2021-22 registering a growth of about 14.64%. During 2022-23, 1594 rakes were received and 1641
dispatched at KDS; and 6350 rakes were received and 6348 were dispatched at HDC.

HDC of SMPK recorded highest ever handling of Rail borne traffic of 28.814 MMT in 2022-23
surpassing previous record of 24.269 MMT handled in 2021-22, registering a substantial growth of
18.73% .

1.6 Labour Situation:

Industrial Relations at SMP, Kolkata continued to be cordial and peaceful during the year 2022-23. No
man-days were lost at the port during the year on account of labour issues.

1.7 Notable Achievements/ Developments in 2022-23

° Financial

Ending the year on a high note, SMPK, posted a positive Net Surplus of Rs 304.07 crore in 2022-23
vis-a-vis Rs 120.51 crore in 2021-22. SMPK, for the past few years in a row, has been continuing its
upward trajectory of posting positive Net Surplus, having recorded Rs. 104.08 crore in 2020-21, Rs
82.54 crore in 2019-20 and Rs 65.13 crore in 2018-19.

° Operational

e Using Deep Drafted Facilities for Transshipment and STS operation

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v Using its deep-drafted facilities, SMPK almost doubled its Transhipment / Lighterage operation from
2.365 million tonnes in 2021-22 to 4.66 million tonnes in 2022-23 (a rise of 97%).

v' Ship-to-Ship (STS) Operations being carried out at Sandheads have particularly contributed to the
steep ascent of Transhipment cargo. 30 vessels of LPG, Propane and Butane were handled in this mode
in 2022-23 compared to 13 vessels during 2021-22. STS operation substantially reduced the cost of trade
by Rs 3 crore per voyage on an average.

e  SMPK recorded Highest rate of Container Unloading at NSD

On 23.06.2022, M.V. Spirit of Kolkata unloaded 350 TEUs amounting to 5806 MT of Containerised cargo
at 3 NSD within 5 Hours 50 Minutes, at a rate of 60.34 TEUs/Hour against the normal benchmark of 25
TEUs/Hour.

e  First shipment of Naptha from HDC to Bangladesh by barge through IBP Route

After LPG, 1.9 MT of Naptha was exported by I0OC on 03.07.2022 from HDC to Bangladesh for Aqua
Refineries at Ghorashal through IBP route, which marked a new milestone for SMPK. This route
facilitates cost effective, environment-friendly and seamless movement of cargo.

e Arrival of World’s Largest Cape vessel “M V Mineral Yangfan” at SMPK

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The Port created another distinctive record by handling MV MINERAL YANGFAN, a Cape Vessel with
LOA 299.92m and Beam 50m, a/c SAIL with the highest parcel load of 69,275 MT of Coking Coal for
lighterage on 31.08.2022, with Floating Cranes deployed at Sagar Anchorage. Earlier, such distinction
was achieved by M.V. CAPE SWAN, another Cape vessel, which arrived with 66,774 MT of Coking Coal
at HDC on 09.08.2022. Previously this much load used to be handled by 2-3 vessels. It could happen
with the great efforts of the Port employees and SAIL.

e  Other Landmarks of Cargo Handling at SMPK during 2022-23

0On 29.03.2023, FSL Singapore accomplished 669 moves in just 21.6 hours, averaging around 31 moves
per hour at 5 NSD Berth using 2 MHCs at a single berth to achieve this unique output.

On 22.03.2023, 2200 MT of Petroleum Coke imported by Indian Carbon Ltd. was unloaded from barge
BDS SP-3 at 3 KPD in just 5 hours - a commendable feat to achieve.

° Major Cargo Handling Feats achieved in 2022-23

° In a single fiscal :

v" Highest number of Cape vessels: 33 Cape Vessels were handled in 2022-23 with 1,883,586 MT of
cargo vis-a-vis 14 such vessels with 1,527,046 MT during 2021-22 at SMPK.

v" Highest volume of Coking Coal: 11,824,517 MT of Coking Coal was handled at HDC in 2022-23. The
previous best was 8,633,267 tonnes handled in 2018-19.

v" Highest volume of LPG: 5,586,470 MT of LPG was handled in the current year at HDC breaking the
previous record of 5,473,970 MT handled in 2021-22.

v" Highest volume of Non Coking Coal: 8,273,276 tonnes of Non Coking Coal was handled in 2022-23,
the highest till date at HDC, surpassing the previous highest of 7,909,104 tonnes in 2018-19.
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v" Highest volume of Limestone: 3,843,203 MT of Limestone was handled in 2022-23 at HDC, the highest
till date, breaking the previous record of 2,965,821 MT handled in 2019-20.

v' The highest volume of Other Liquids handled at KDS in 2022-23 was 6, 52, 721 thousand tonnes,
which exceeded the previous highest 1, 61, 971 thousand tonnes handled in 2019-20.

v" Highest volume of Fly Ash: 1,889,317 MT of Fly Ash was handled in 2022-23 at HDC, surpassing
1,752,486 MT, the previous highest handled during 2021-22.

° In asingle month :

v" Highest volume of Coking Coal handled: 1,320,546 tonnes of Coking Coal, the highest till date,
was handled in August 2022 at HDC. The previous such distinction was achieved in June 2022, when
1,025,637 tonnes of Coking Coal was handled.

v' KDS recorded highest volume in a month in respect of Pulse (1,24,933 tonnes in January'23), Other
Liquids (1,10,186 tonnes in November '22 ) and Fertilizer (1,00,156 tonnes in February’23) in the recent
years.

° In asingle day:

v" Highest Dry Bulk Cargo handled: On 12.03.2023, 1,48,286 MT was handled at HDC, exceeding the
previous record volume (1,46,587 MT) by 1.16 % achieved on 12.11.2020 at HDC.

v" Highest volume of cargo handled at Sandheads with Floating Cranes: On 30.01.2023, Floating
Cranes handled 23,150 MT of Coking Coal carried by MV. LEMON, surpassing 22,600 MT of Steam Coal
brought by MV.GOLDEN ENTERPRISE on 28.03.2020.

v" The highest volume of Other Liquids handled in a single day at KDS was 31,725 tonnes on 14.12.2022,
which exceeded the previous highest of 21,782 tonnes handled on 16.11.2022.

® Trade Scenario with Neighbouring Countries :

In 2022-23, cargo traffic of 4.04 MMT with Bangladesh and 1.87 MMT with Nepal was achieved.
Connectivity to NER through IBP route & Bangladesh / Trial Movement under ACMP:

v" The traditional cargo from SMPK bound for North Eastern Region largely gets transported through roads
& rails. Now, a more economical, environment-friendly alternative route via Chattogram & Mongla has
been established for dispatch of cargo to states like Assam, Meghalaya and Tripura.

v" SMPK as a part of Act-East Policy of Gol, envisages for more use of IBP/Coastal Route for transportation
of cargo from West Bengal/Kolkata to Assam/Meghalaya using Chittagong & Mongla Port of Bangladesh.
4 trial runs under ‘Agreement of Usage of Chittagong and Mongla Ports (ACMP)’ were organized by
SMPK for transporting Cement, Steel & Tea from KDS, through 4 Containers having total weight of 58
MT to NER states like Assam, Meghalaya, Tripura via IBP route through Kolkata - Bibirbazar and Kolkata
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- Chattogram-Tamabil routes. Journey commenced on 29.07.2022 and was successfully completed on
07.11.2022 in advance, with identification of last mile connectivity issues.

v" Among the 4 Containers, trial movement of 2 Containers and some Break Bulk Cargo moved by Barge
MV Rishad Rayhan from Khidderpore Dock to two different locations in the North East India viz Silchar
(Assam) and Nongpoh (Meghalaya) via Mongla Port, Bangladesh. In the 2nd phase, shipment of
container with TMT Bar, bound for Silchar was effected from NSD, SMPK aboard MV Trans Samudera
with the return container shipment of tea arriving from Silchar to SMP, Kolkata.

® A Major Push for PPP Projects :

v" Award of Concession was issued to M/s Hooghly Oil & Gas Terminal on 17.08.2022 for Setting
up of Liquid Cargo Handling Jetty along with associated facilities (a Greenfield Project) at
Shalukkhali, Haldia Dock-Il, at a cost of Rs 253.65 crore and capacity 2.43 MMTPA.

v' Concession agreement was signed with M/s Century Ports Ltd. on 26.09.2022 for the maiden
PPP Project of KDS, viz. “Rejuvenation of KPD-I West on PPP mode” at an estimated cost of Rs.
181.81 crores crore and capacity 5.5 MMTPA. Award of Concession was issued on 24.6.2023.

v" Concession agreement was signed on 15.09.2022 with M/s Adani Port & SEZ for Mechanization of Berth
no. 2 at HDC on PPP mode for handling Dry Bulk cargo with an estimated cost of Rs. 298.26 crore and
envisaged capacity addition of 3.744 MMTPA. Letter of Concession was awarded on 14.07.2023.
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® Estate —further unlocking the potential

v' Development of Estate Master Plan : SMPK encompasses 11000 acres of land (KDS : 4500 &
HDC : 6500) and are used for Port and other allied activities. The Port has been leasing land for
various purposes as per Land Policy Guideline 2015. In order to have an organized development
on SMPK lands, a Master Plan is envisaged to be developed by reputed consultants for 30 years
for ensuring sustainable development of the land assets, in line with the growth and development
of the Port. A tender has been floated in this regard in January 2023 and bid evaluation is
currently underway.

v' Multi Modal Terminal of KDS: For developing the 1st Multi Modal Logistics Park in Kolkata, Eol
was floated and the offer is awaited shortly for allotment of land on 30 years lease. The project
area is approximately 60 acres and located within 2 kilometers of Kolkata Port. The project will
have state-of-the-art warehousing complex and cold storage along with Truck Terminal, railway
connectivity as well as other ancillary facilities.

® Going Green Initiatives:

v' Solar Energy: At HDC, 1 MW Solar plant has been operating since August 2021 with an
envisaged capacity will be 1.15 MW as a new 150 KW solar plant is to be installed in 2023-
24. At KDS 160 KW Solar power plant has already been installed. Solar Power of 2.25 MW is
expected to be generated at KPD-Il by 2024-25 for which DPR is under preparation.

v' Reuse of Waste Water: Sewage Treatment Plant (STP) of 150 KLD costing Rs. 2.16 Cr. has
been commissioned at Taratala Port Quarters in April, 2023. In collaboration with IOC, a modern
STP (4 MLD) costing Rs. 14.5 Crore is also to come up at Haldia Township by 2024-25.

v' Electrical Operation of Cargo Handling Equipment: Two RMQCs at HDC are already
electrically operated. The 3rd RMQC, likely to be operational shortly at HDC, is also to be
electrically operated. The 200 Tonne Cantilever crane of KDS is already electrically operated.

® SMPK’s Possession of Pride : Heritage Cruise Vessel cum Museum
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Waste to Wealth: As a best practice approach, SMPK in a unique collaboration with Eastern Navigation
Pvt Limited (ENPL) had offered a heritage vessel for domestic cruise. Built eight decades ago at Scotland,
Paddle Steamer Bhopal, arguably the last surviving paddle steamer in India, was till recently under the
possession of SMPK, having served myriad training needs of marine corps. It had almost exhausted
its economic value when it once again resumed its journey, in its second avatar on 7.10.2022, after
resurrection as a Heritage Cruise Vessel-cum-Museum with thorough repair and restoration. The under-
deck museum with rare maritime artifacts of vintage value / floating restaurant / edutainment is now one
of the iconic attractions of river and heritage cruise and is making successful commercial runs. In its
Special Campaign 2.0 launched by Government of India, envisaging disposal of scrap materials lying
in offices and operational areas, this innovative venture of SMPK with ESPL has been recognised by
Gouvt. of India, as a unique instance of converting ‘Waste to Wealth'.

v' After its restoration, heritage tour A VOYAGE WITH TIME & TIDE was organized on 27.3.23 with

enthusiastic participation, as it touched the various land/water marks of river

REVIEW OF TRAFFIC

2.1 Traffic handled by SMP, Kolkata during 2022-23 was 65.660 million tonnes, vis-a-vis 58.175 million
tonnes (MMT) in 2021-22, implying an increase of 7.485 MMT (12.87%). Import traffic increased by
9.797 MMT (22.37%) and the export traffic declined by 2.312 MMT (16.08%) w.r.t previous year. Table
